WORK EXCHANGE AGREEMENT

Work exchange students will be selected based on a combination of financial need and how this course could benefit them and their communities.  We are offering these positions to help make our courses more financially accessible to students and in an effort to bring benefit to our larger communities.

Work exchange applications are due by Monday, April 7, 2014 at 9:00am.

The following work exchange positions are available for the Introduction to Permaculture Course on May 31 to June 1 in Perth, ON:

A) One Community-Sponsored Work Exchange (CSWE) position.  

· If selected for the CSWE position, you agree to complete 4 hours of work exchange to assist a community organisation (assigned by PIEO).  The work exchange tasks will be chosen by the community organisation.

· There is no course fee for the CSWE position, as it was sponsored by a benefit show at the Classic Theatre Festival last year.

· If selected for this position, you agree to send in your registration form within 1 week of receiving the work exchange offer.  If it is not received within 1 week, we may offer the position to another student.

B) One regular Work Exchange (WE) position.  

· If selected for the WE position, you agree to pay a course fee of $65 and complete 4 hours of work exchange to assist PIEO.

· The work exchange tasks for PIEO may include such things as:

· Posting course flyers in Ottawa, Perth or online.

· Helping with set-up and clean-up, before and after class, and during breaks.

· Helping with other tasks for the course, such as taking notes or putting content on the blog/forum.

· Helping with a permaculture-related community project, which might involve assisting at a garden, a fundraiser, or an event.

· If selected for this position, you agree to pay the course fee and send in your registration form within 1 week of receiving the work exchange offer.  If these are not received within 1 week, we may offer the position to another student.  

· If you accept the position, please note that there is NO REFUND.  This is out of consideration for all applicants and because PIEO depends on the work provided by the WE students to prepare the course.

To be fair with all applicants, only those applications received by the deadline will be considered.  The content of all applications is confidential and will only be reviewed by the teaching team from the Permaculture Institute of Eastern Ontario.

If you are offered a work exchange position, we ask you to consider it seriously and treat it as a commitment if you accept it.  Please remember that PIEO or the community organisation will be relying on your assistance.
